| was a poor mathematics student pretty much throughout my early formal
educational.l just couldn't seem to wrap my brain around the point of it

all. lIronically, however, | taught myself to play the piano when | was a teenager.
What's ironic about that is that music is math in motion. Apparently, there are
different ways to engage math, different "kinds of intelligence" to apply to that
subject, or to any subject, discipline or activity. Music is made up of beautiful
mathematical patterns. | guess it's the patterns in math that | love and can
relate to. Consider the following math patterns:
